The Historical Collection of ITN San Giorgio Students’ Photos 

Set in Frames 
 
About eighty historical photos of ITN San Giorgio’s students and school –leavers are 
exhibited on the walls of ITN San Giorgio ground floor right-hand corridor. They have been 
reduced in size.  
 
An explanation makes it easier to locate them. The work has been carried out painstakingly 
by our collegue, prof. Alessandro Fava, who is responsible for the Shipbuilding Workshop.  
 
Photo n°. 1 featuring a group of first year’s Marine Engineers is the oldest, dating back to 
1919-1920, when the school was named  ’Istituto Tecnico e di Marina Mercantile Vittorio 
Emanuele” and was located in Largo Zecca. The most recent photo dates back to 1979-1980 
and features a class of school-leaving ship’s masters. 
 
The nice tradition of taking and collecting the students’ photos lasted for 60 years- It is a 
shame that it was discontinued when cameras became common.  
 
Unfortunately, several pictures- small but important mementos - are missing from the 
present collection.  
If you happen to have photos that are not in the exhibition, we would be grateful to be able 
to add them to the existing collection.

Aldo 
Marletta (teacher and headmaster for 42 years altogether), prof Francesco Cozzo (41 years), 
prof Roberto Parodi (41 years), prof Learco Ceresini (40 years). 
 
The composition has been created by prof. Manuela Reguzzoni using the materials 
provided by Virgilio Bozzo.
